2008 Tribute to Ema Veazey Hall

Descendants of Ema Veazey Hall, led by her
granddaughter, Mary-Jo Hall, entertained their
cousins royally June 13-15, 2008, in Durham, NC,
and the Veazey Ridge in Granville County.

Some time after Ema V. Hall and her family
had to leave the Veazey Ridge in Granville County
in 1942 with the building of Camp Butner, she began
hosting the annual Veazey Reunion on her lawn on
Roxboro Road in Durham. Many of us attended
with our parents for years and years and years.

| feel certain that Cousin Ema began
planning next year’s reunion as soon as the last car
left her lawn on the current year. Many of us
remember taking our new babies and young children
for the “dinner on the grounds for many years.”

It is interesting that Ed and Joy Veazey
remember attending in the 1960's. Leroy Veazey of
Kentucky attended in the early 1970's. | believe he
went down to Fuquay to visit with the “other” Leroy
Veasey for a few days.

A few years after Ema’s death, her family
reinstated the VZ Reunion at her home which was
now her son, John Albert Hall's home. It was at one
of these reunions that Ben Patrick, author of the
Gradurson Report, attended and shared a copy of his
manuscript with the VZ cousins. It was also during
this time that Margaret V. Sykes, the VZ genealogist
of the Paris, Tennessee, clan came to meet her new
found cousins.

It is unfortunate that none of us remember
Ed and Joy’s 1960's visit, but then many of us were
busy with our young children during that period and
there was no sound system to get everyone’s
attention for an introduction.

| do remember Alex H. and Ruth Anne
Fisher Veazey’s visit in 1964. Alex’'s father and
Ema Hall's brother, Alex H. Veazey, Sr., had died
Nov. 23, 1963, and | remember their attendance the
next summer. Ruth Anne’s aunt lived in Zebulon
and had told me more than one time that Ruth Anne
and Alex were planning to come to our reunion. |
thought it was also ironic that their children’s names
were so near my Daddy’'s name and my name: Alex,
I, is called “Lex” like my Daddy, and Anne was
named for her mother, but almost the same as my
name.

Ed remembers seeing Ruth Anne and Alex
Veazey as Ruth Anne’s father, Dr. Edgar Fisher, had
served as the Minister of Trinity Methodist Church
in Wilmington, NC, where Ed and his mother, Sallie
Veazey were members. Small world!!

| am sure there were other long lost cousins
who came for one visit to the Veazey Reunion at
Ema Hall's house over the years that many of us did
not meet at that time.

On our 2008 bus tour we visited the
“Veazey Ridge” that is now known as just “Butner.”
We visited the Veazey cemetery where Squire
Alfred Moore Veazey and his descendants are
buried. When the US Government took the Veazey
ridge in 1942 for the building of an Army Camp at
the beginning of World War I, the land where this
cemetery was located was in the name of Johnnie
Ema V. Hall.

Her father had inherited this farm of Squire

Alfred Moore Veazey, as the youngest son in his
family, who always lived at the home and cared for
his parents. J. Ema Veazey was his oldest daughter
and inherited the home place when her parents died.
Today this is the site of John Umstead Hospital, a
state mental facility that is being phased out with the
opening of a new mental hospital on Veazey Rd. in
Butner.

Any time you happened to see Ema V. Hall
during the year, she would always remind you to be
sure and come to the Veazey Reunion, which was
always held on the™4Sunday in June. And | had a
feeling last year that Ema was right there smiling
down on us for coming back to her house for a
Veazey Reunion.
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Mary-Jo tells me that she can get CDs made
that include all the pictures that were made at the
2008 reunion.

Stratford Plantation

Stratford Hall is one of the great houses of
American history. Its magnificent setting on a high
bluff above the Potomac River and its bold
architectural style set it apart from any other colonial
house, but its highest distinction is in the family of
patriots who lived there. The Plantation is still
managed as a farm today on 1670 of its original
acres.

Thomas Lee (1690-1750), a prominent
Virginia planter, built Stratford in the late 1730's.
Using brick made on the site and timber cut from
virgin forest, builders and craftsmen constructed the
H-shaped manor house, its four outbuildings, and
coach house and stables. The Great Hall in the
center of the house, with an inverted tray ceiling
above fully paneled walls, is one of the most
architecturally significant rooms to survive from
colonial America.

Stratford was the home of Thomas Lee’s
eight children: his sons Richard Henry Lee and
Francis Lightfoot Lee were the only brothers to sign
the Declaration of Independence. Their cousin,
“Light Horse Harry” Lee, the dashing Revolutionary
cavalry leader and friend of George Washington,
made Stratford his home for over twenty years.

Robert Edward Lee (1807-1870) is the most
prominent of the distinguished members of the Lee
family born in the big sunlit bedroom on Stratford’s
upper floor. Destined to become the General in
Chief of the Confederate Armies, young Robert slept
in the graceful crib still in its place.

Chatham

Chatham Manor, part of Fredericksburg &
Spotsylvania National Military Park, was built by
William Fitzhugh in the 1770s. Fitzhugh lived in the
house and entertained many famous guests including
Robert E. Lee and George Washington.

Washington'’s Ferry Farm
This is the place that George Washington
grew to manhood, moving to the farm at the age of 6
in 1738, until he was almost 20.

Washington’s Birthplace
George Washington Birthplace preserves the
heart of the Washington lands and a memorial
plantation. Here, in the peace and beauty of this
place untouched by time, the staunch character of
our hero comes to the imagination.
